Direct Links :

1. Easyto Use ?

Inputting Dates :
Calendar pop-up displays can
optionally be attached to date
fields
Today’s date can be copied in
automatically on records
You can optionally display the
day in the week for a date
Dates can be partially entered.
Example : just input “7” and
then press the Enter key — it
will default to the current
month and year.
Records can be listed in reverse
date sequence so the most recent
record is displayed at the top of the list.

Text Boxes :
There are literally dozens of
different “Text Boxes” attached
to records throughout the
InterAcct system.
This is where you can inpu
any amount of free format text
Your comments can also be
automatically date/time
stamped — showing the
Operator Id
Text can be Cut & Paste from
other documents outside
InterAcct (eg. Emails, MS-
Word)
Text can be spell checked
New Text Boxes can easily be
added to the database design if
required.

1. Easyto Use ?

Getting Started :
Prominent on the Main Menu is
the “Getting Started” menu.
This is where you set all your
classification tables and
masterfile records before you
start entering Opening
Balances, or new transactions
The menu will change
depending on what software
modules you have purchased.
Examples of different tables
(like Client Categories) are
provided as a starting point.
It is quite normal to import
your records from your ‘old’
system (eg. Debtors, Stock
Items, etc.)

Operator Training Menu :
Once you have entered most of
your classification tables and a
sample of your masterfiles,
(debtors, creditors, stock, etc)
there is an auto copy option to
the Training system.
Here, you can “walk-through”
each of the daily processes and
input transactions to follow
through to where they are
posted to.
This Training menu monitors
how many test transactions
have been entered into each
area, and provides feed-back on
whether the Training time and
content were adequate, and if
some ‘fine-tuning’ of the software might be reqdire

2. How Reliable ?

Deleting Records :
You can determine if records
can be deleted, after entere\skd
You can delete a single recory,
or a group of records at once.
Records can also be selectively
‘purged’ from a database, and
then archived if necessary
Before deleting a recor
checks are performed that
related records will remain
Operators can be restricted
from deleting records from
nominated files
Once deleted, records can also
be un-deleted if required

Checks & Balances :
You can place numerous
checks as you input records to
ensure that certain conditions
are met.
This might stop changes to a
record after a certain date or
event (eg. already invoiced)
You may stop a new entry
where a customer is currently
on Credit-Hold
Stops may be placed where

there is insufficient gross profit

on a sale. /
You can set up a secret

password where Manager approval is required.

Summary : “Big Brother” is watching you !



3. Search & Retrieve ?

Quick Search :
Any file that typically will
have more than 50 records in
it will normally have the

search facility attached to it.
For a quick, simple seaM
just input the leading

characters on the first field
You can search on several
values, across one or more
fields — for a ‘wild card’
search on text containing
Table Look-Ups apply on
some fields so you don’t need
to remember codes

Power Search :
There is always the option to
use the “Power Search”
facility on any field.  »
This allows one (or more)
searches on a field where you
want to select a range o
values.
By using the “Go” to
function, you can also go
directly to any file within
InterAcct (as an alternative to
using menus), and at the
entry point to that file you
will also get the Search
screen.

Summary : If the data is there, you'll find it !



3. Search & Retrieve ?

Record Listing :

Once you have performed

your search, you will get a

list of those records matching

that search

At this point you can either

select one of those records, or

add a new record, or Esca

backwards.

You can “tick” selected

records that you may wish to

print, or export, or delete.

You can click on a field’s

value and change it on the list

(rather than calling the record up

You can colour code fields s
that they are highlighted.

Replace :
Using the search facility you
can select a range of records
where you can do a global
replace of one (or more) field
values.
In this example, the Alc
Manager “BILL.D” was
selected, and you could
globally replace that field
value with a new salesperson.
You could also ‘tick’ selected
records you wanted to change
with the replace function.
It is also possible to replace a
field’s value using a formula.
This might be to replace a
date field, or do a global
price change by a percentage or other formula.

4. Meet My Needs ?

Database Design :
Computers have always been
about data input, and data
output.

If you can easily change what
information is entered,
calculated, and stored, then
your future requirements
should be able to be met.
Then, if reports and visual
search enquiries can be
personalised to suit, your
long term protection is
virtually assured.

InterAcct was developed in
the ClearView relational
Database.

ClearView can also be
described as dGeneration
Programming Language
(4GL).

ClearView allows non
traditional programmers to easily define their des, fields, and menus.

Field “Painting”
Virtually everything you see
on any screen can be easily
personalised to suit.
The “buttons” can be turned
off by one command.
Fields can be added, changed,
or removed from the display.
“Rules” as to which fields
can be skipped, left blank,
converted to capitals, or are
calculated can all be easily
defined for each InterAcct
customer.
The Help text can be changed
to suit — to show your own
Operator instructions
Screens displays can be made
as simple as you need them.

4. Meet My Needs ?

File Updates :
One of the important design
concepts with a database is
entering information once
into a record, and then all
related records being
automatically updated.
The security of knowing that
all files are up to date means
you can rely upon the
information in reports and
visual enquiries.
If an adjustment is required
to be made to a previous
entry, then again all related
files are automatically
adjusted.
Once a calculation formula
has been defined, it can be
relied upon to produce a consistent resulydw.



4. Meet My Needs ?

Reporting :
InterAcct has Report
Configurators and
Generators, as well as being
able to print any screen
listing or display.
Generally, reports are
available when and where
you want them — as a
transaction, or a masterfile
record.
ReportW
any time.
Reports can also be printed
retrospectively — as at any
prior date.
The print layout can be
personalised to suit.

Report Configurators :
There are User defined
Report Configurators that
ask a series of simple
guestions, and the answers
given will determine the
amount of detail printed.
Report output is normally
first displayed to the screen
where you can decide
where to print it, or email it
as a pdf file (3 Party
software is required).

With an electronic fax,

reports can also be faxed.

Graphic images (logos,

signatures, photos, drawings, etc.) can be attached

Report Generators :
There are several Report
Generators that allow Users
to create a suite of their own
report designs where they can
define the —
fields (columns),
headings, widths,
sort sequences, and
record selections.
The “WinPrint” program
allows reports to be formatted
with boxes, and shadowed
areas and other special
graphic effects.



5. Information Protected ?

Sign-On Security :
The “User Code” and
“Password” entered when
you sign-on to InterAcct will
determine your access rights.
It will also determine which
Main menu design you have
been attached to.
Your “System Manager” will
be able to control who can
Add, Change, Delete, or
View records overall, or on a
file by file basis.
A User may also be set up as
“Restricted” in that they do
not see fields and menus that
have been designated as
being “restricted”.
Functions like being able to
Export data, or get to the
Operating system can also be
Controlled.

Colours on the different areas
of the screen can also be
changed for a User.
